Embedding Videos into your Webpage
This tutorial will show you two different ways to embed video into your webpage and how to customize the way the video is displayed.

1. If you are getting your video from somewhere online (ie. Youtube) then you can use this website to download it to your computer: http://vixy.net/. This will give the file a .mov extension. 

2. In your web page type this code:

a. <object classid= “clsid:02bf25d5-8c17-4b23-bc80-d3488abddc6b” “codebase= http://www.apple.com/qtactivex/qtplugin.cab”

3. Don’t close the tag—type 

width=”[whatever you want it to be]” height=”[whatever you want it to be]”


and then close your tag > 

note: this effects the placement of your video. If you specify a huge box, but don’t change the size of your video (see step 6) your video will be floating awkwardly in a random place on the page.
4. The first link specifies the source of the video; I uploaded mine but you can also have a relative link.

5. You can also specify special paramaters. The following ones allow you to turn off the video so that it doesn’t play automatically. The second puts a controller at the bottom so that you can hit play, pause, and adjust the sound, etc.

<param name="autoplay" value="false">

<param name="controller" value="true">

6. If you want to scale the video, you can also add the following tag:

<param name="scale" value="factor">

where factor is either “tofit” which makes it expand or shrink to fill it’s box

or aspect, which makes it expand or reduce to fit the box, but keep it’s origional proportions.

Or a number, such as”.7” which will be multiplied by the original height and width to enlarge it or shrink it.

Note: be sure, if you are enlarging the video, that your width and height that you previously specified are large enough to fit the size you enlarged it to.

7. this code doesn’t work for browers that are “standards-loving” such as firefox, so there is an alternate, more simple way to make it work.

a. <embed src=”rindercella.mov”> </embed>

This doesn’t give you a control panel. To add it in but, if you add into the main embed tag the following, it will size it and add a control panel. 

height=”whatev” width=”number”

then it will give you a control panel. 

You can also tell it not to start automatically by saying in the embed tag,

autostart=”false”
